news, look on-line or even call the school.   
Those couple moments of research may save 
you 5-10 minutes of driving in bad weather. 

Please take a few moments each month to contact your Match Support Specialist (via phone or email) and share with 
us how your match is doing.   
 

These calls are very important for everyone!  We use the calls to check on the match relationship, child safety,       
satisfaction levels and to inform you of any upcoming events.  We also need to check for any concerns or problems.   
 

Matches that are under a year in length, a contact needs to be made every 30 days for your files.  If your match has 
been over one year, contact will come every 90 days.  This schedule comes from our National Office and according to 
standards set by our National Office, keeping to the 30 or 90 day schedule is necessary to 
keep matches open.   
 

We realize that life can get very busy, but it is very important that you return our calls or 
emails when we attempt to contact you.  If we find that we are repeatedly unable to talk to 
you within the designated time period, we reserve the right to close the match.
